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Abstract

While the whole world is struggling in the global financial crisis, the Chinese
economy posted a strong V shape recovery after a slight slump in its economic growth.
More and more people recognize that China Model has withstood the financial crisis.

China Model is a set of theories and frameworks on reform, opening-up and
development in the Chinese territory. Based on China’s history, culture and current
conditions, the model undergoes tests and revisions again and again. It has became the
best model to keep Chinese economy growing continualy and rapidly; to increase
national powers ; and to create a harmonious, stable social enviroment and people’s
general happiness for a long time. To cope with the financial crisis, the advantages of
China Model show in the following aspects: organic combination of government
regulation and market; institutional advantage of being able to concentrate our resources
on a major task; people-oriented ideology; active mixed economy model and
development model of keeping pace with the times.
