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Abstract

With the development of economy and public service needs, the administrative or-
gans and institutions have accumulated large amounts of state-owned assets. How to
take advantage of and manage these state-owned assets is still needed to research deeply.
However, the “nonmanagerial to managerial” management of state-owned assets in ad-
ministrative organs and institutions is more important to analyze thoroughly by theoreti-
cal research and empirical method.

Firstly, this research project discusses the definition, classification, characters and
impacts of state-owned assets and its present conditions in administrative organs and in-
stitutions in China. Secondly, we review the whole evolution of the management system
for state-owned assets in the administrative organs and institutions, describe the present
conditions of the management system for state-owned assets in administrative organs
and institutions, disclose its existing problems énd then analyze the reasons inducing
these problems. On this foundation, the research points out the origins and existing
forms of the “nonmanagerial to managerial” management, explain clearly the necessity
of transferring nonmanagerial state-owned assets to managerial assets, and explore the
problems and difficulties for such a reform. In addition, the research investigates the
management modes of state-owned assets in public sectors from several levels including
the rule of law degree, the degree of centralization, hierachical level, classification lev-
el, open level, the level of socialization to provide reference for the construction and im-
provement of management modes for state-owned assets in China by analyzing and com-
paring with the mature experience of public assets management in the US, Canada, Ger-
many, France, Australia and Japan, and learning from the public assets management
modes in developed countries. Moreover, the research examines the game relations be-
tween the government regulatory agencies and specific administrative institutions, de-
scribes the interests of all parties and puts forward some strategies for the improvement
of government supervision by constructing complete information static game model, in-
complete information static game model, and incomplete information dynamic game
model. Then, regarding the stock equity structure and operational performance of colle-
ges and universities listed companies as a breakthrough point, we reach some valuable
conclusions by examining the operational conditions of state-owned assets by empirical
analysis and making comparison with state-owned enterprises. Finally, we propose the

mode for “nonmanagerial to managerial” management for state-owned assets in adminis-
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trative organs and institutions, and emphasize that the management should be improved
from the rules, institutions, supervisions, methods and so on.

The research project systematically explores the phenomena of transferring non-
managerial state-owned assets to managerial assets in China, and proposes some sugges-
tions and policies on the basis of theoretical research. This is beneficial to understand
the inner mechanism of “nonmanagerial to managerial” management and promote refor-

mation of the “nonmanagerial to managerial” management in administrative institutions

in China.
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
