Young consumers often have not established their credit ratings. Many do not have steady incomes.
They might have difficulty borrowing money from an agency in business to make loans. Parents or
relatives are usually their best source of loans. Of course, the parents or relatives would have to have
money available and be willing to lend it. You might even get an interest-free loan. However, a parent
or relative who lends should receive interest the same as any other lender.

For most consumers the cheapest place to borrow is at a commercial bank. Banks are a good source of
installment loans which may run for 12 months or up to 36. Most banks also make single payment loans
to consumers for short periods—30, 60, or 90 days. A typical interest rate is 3 cents per $100 per day.
Suppose that you used $100 of your credit and repaid it in 30 days. The cost would be 90 cents.

Another possible source of loans is a life insurance policy. Anyone who owns this type of insurance
may borrow up to the amount of its cash value. The amount the insurance company will pay in case of
death is reduced by the amount of the loan. For example, suppose that someone with $10,000 of
insurance borrows $2,000 and dies leaving the loan unpaid. The insurance company would pay only
$8,000 to the person entitled to receive the money.

Borrowing from pawnbrokers is both easy and expensive. In exchange for a loan the borrower leaves
some item of value such as jewelry, a camera, a musical instrument, or clothing. Usually the amount of

money received is far less than the actual value of the item left. When a borrower repays the loan plus
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interest, the pawnbroker returns the item. If the loan is not paid within a year, the pawnbroker gets his
or her money by selling the item.

There has been a reversal of the brain drain since 1978 across the country. Between 1978 and
2007, about 7,000 overseas Chinese returned to Shanghai after completing their further studies abroad.
They accounted for about 25% of all returnees nationwide. The year 2008 witnessed a boom. The
number of returnees came up to 15,000. It is estimated that by the end of 2010, a further 22,000 will
have returned to this city.

There are mainly three causes for the reversal of the brain drain. First, our government values
overseas Chinese talents and always warmly encourages them to return home to start their own careers
and has worked out a series of preferential policies. In Shanghai, the famous international city, they can
enjoy an equally modern lifestyle. Second, China’s economy has been developing at a high speed,
which provides them with a vast space of development. Third, the current global financial crisis leaves
many overseas chinese talents out of work or at the edge of being laid off. They feel more secure at
home because the economy here is more stable.

I believe that, with time going by, more and more overseas Chinese are coming home as our

motherland is growing increasingly powerful in economy and increasingly influential in culture.
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
