Abstact

The most fundamental and critical issues in China, where the agri-
culture is the primary part, huge population and labor-intensive is the
base of the society, are the proper disposal of the relationship between
them, Particularly, the quantity and quality of the population are the
most important factors, The problem of population is really a great im-
portant topic, Whatever historically or practically, a research of this
subject will be significative, From a practical perspective, we acknowl-
edge that our country has taken positive measures to control population ;
laxened household registration management system, maken movement of
the population free; increased the investment in improving population’s
quality; however, the present situation about population movement,
population’s quality, especially the labor quality are not completely sat-
isfying, Now people can choose their own career freely, but they’re still
lack of basic security, a large number of laborers pouring into cities, has
affected not only the development of agriculture, but also created great
pressure for the safty of the cities, while the moving population are lack
of the stability for the future generally,, Therefore, we should find a more
suitable way for the rural labor force,

This paper intends to study the relationship between the quantity,
quality and the ecnomic development in ancient China from a perspective
of the historical evolvement of population thoughts and policies which
can provide historical experiences and references to the deeper reforma-

tion of the population movement system,
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This paper will review and analyze the thoughts of the population
and population issues in Ancient China, According to the historical se-
quence the paper has 5 chapters as follow:

Chapter one introduces various thoughts and policies about the
quantity and quality of the population which always come along with the
economy and development in ancient China, And this chapter puts for-
ward that the population is necessary for economic development in a feu-
dal society, Meanwhile, the feudal government takes a series of meas-
ures to improve the population quality, thus China’s economy in ancient
time is in the leading level for a-long time,

Chapter two locates the thoughts and policies about the structure of
employment in feudal society, And introduces the career development
policy “Intellectuals and agriculture better than handicrafts and busi-
ness” , as well as the awareness and development strategy except the in-
tellectuals, agriculture, handicrafts and business in feudal society

Chapter three studies the relationship between the population and
the land in ancient China, And Highlights how to restrict land acquisi-
tions, strengthen the combination of the peasants and the land, so as to
ensure the social stability and promote economic development which is
under the premise of the huge population and the relatively limited a-
mount of land in the feudal society,

Chapter four emphasized on the analysis of a large number of dis-
placed persons due to the disorder of the limited land conditions and the
unlimited population growth within a certain region in a certain period of
time, which is not conducive to economic development and social stabil-
ity, To ensure the combination of the labor and the land, the feudal so-
ciety takes migration policy for a large-scale population, which not only

eases the land lackness in land-scarce areas and also improves labor
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lackness in land-rich areas to promote the development of the remote are-
as and coordinate the development of regional economy,

Chapter five brings forward the idea that the stable development of
the population is conducive to funds of the feudal country, Meanwhile,
country has also adopted fiscal policies to promote population growth and
improve the quality of the population, In the whole process of develop-
ment in feudal society, the thoughts and policies about the population
which is helpful for making population stable, increasing state revenues,
and ensuring a balanced budget have been formed, Thus the mutual re-
lationship between the population and the economic development has
been further proved,

The research characteristics of this paper are as follows:

Firstly, this paper makes an examination of the proliferation of
population in feudal society from a fresh point of view, and it intends to
provide history experiences as references to the current population move-
ment, by systemically studying the historical evolvement of the institu-
tional thoughts of the relationship between the land and the population,

Secondly, in the case of research methods, the paper not only syn-
thetically exercises historical analysis and logical analysis, as well as
methods integrated by ecnominc history and economic thoughts history,
economic thoughts and policies thoughts, but emphasizes more on the
positivism and empirical ananlysis,

Thirdly, the reseach focus of this paper is the tracks and trends of
the evolvement of the institutional thoughts, as well as the causation of
the thoughts and their effects upon the economic development, rather
than the simple decription and exhibition of the thoughts,

Fourthly, the reason that this paper engages in studying the
thoughts of the population, it naturally extends the range of the histori-
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cal literature that the paper referred to, including not only the formal in-
