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Abstract

This report was written mainly by the scholars of Heilngjiang Provincial Academy
of Social Sciences who are engaged in the studies of economics, world economics and
international trade science and some experts and scholars from the departments and
regions concerned of Heilongjiang province.

The report, in terms of speeding up economic growth, adjusting economic
structure, deepening reforms and expanding opening up to the world, gave an objective
decription of how the Heilongjiang Provincial Party Committee and the government
lead the people of Heilongjiang to implement the scientific development concept, to
work attentively, to pursue economic development wholeheartedly, to make great
efforts in the construction of “eight large economic zones” and “ten great projects”,
with the result that their economy has achieved a fast sustained development, their
economic strength has increased obviously, their adjustment of economic structure has
won a greater success, their people’s livelihood level has been quickly improved and
their opening up to the world has shown a marked effect, although they faced a great
change of economic situation home and abroad and a great shock of financial crisis in
2010 and during the period of the Eleventh Five Plan. It provided a deep analysis of the
difficulties and problems existing in the current economic development, especially the
influence on the provincial economy brought about by the complexities and uncertainties
of the world economic situation. Also, it analysed and forecasted the opportunities and
challenges faced by Heilongjiang province and the situation of economic development as
well as proposed some corresponding strategics and suggestions for the situation.

The report pointed out that 2010 was a year in which Heilongjiang province saw a
fastest economic development and a highest quality of economic operation in the period
of the Eleventh Five Plan. From January to September of 2010, Heilongjiang province
achieved ¥6450.5 billion of total output value, an increase of 13.4% and of 3.6
percentage points compared with the same period of last year, 2.8 percentage points
higher than the average level nationwide; its primary sector achieved ¥ 39. 74 billion of
added value, its secondary sector ¥353. 48 billion of added value, its tertiary sector
¥ 251. 83 billion of added value, an increase of 6. 0% , 14. 9% and 11. 9% respectively



and of 0.2, 4. 6 and 2. 4 percentage points respectively, compared with the same period
of last year, 2.0, 2.3 and 2.4 percentage points repectively higher than the average
level nadonwide; its investment in social fixed assets was ¥365. 95 billion, an increase
of 36. 8% compared with the same period of last year, 12. 8 percentage points higher
than the average level nationwide; its local financial income was *¥86.55 billion, an
increase of 41.6% compared with the same period of last year and 36. 1 percentage
points higher than the same period of last year and 17. 4 percentage points higher than
the average level nationwide; its urban residents’per capita disposable income was
¥ 10187, an increase of 9.6% compared with the same period of last year; its rural
population’s per capita cash income was ¥6581, an increase of 10. 4% compared with
the same period of last year. Driven by the great demand of investment, consumption,
import and export, the added value of the three sectors all achieved a fast growth, the
income of local governments, enterprises and individuals increased at the same pace, the
distribution of achievements of economic activities tended toward a balance and the
adjustment of economic structure had a new effect. The goals for the province’s total
output value to breakthrough ¥ 1000 billion and the local financial revenue to surmount
¥ 100 billion will come true on schedule.

The report also pointed out that Heilongjiang province’s economic development in
2010 was good in general, but there were still some contradictions and problems that
demanded prompt solution, i e. there was some difference in industrial economic
growth by parallel comparison, a follow-up upgoing pressure increased, rural
population’s income growth rate fell back and had an influence upon the people’s
livelihood, a higher market price lead to a higher cost of the people’s livelihood, a low
bank loan restricted the expansion of investment size, etc. The report proposed some
concrete strategics and suggestions for solution of the problems above.

The report believed that the year 2011 was a starting point for carrying out the
Twelfth Five Plan. The province’s economy will continue to maintain a good state of fast
growth, guided by the policies of “ changing operation mode, adjusting industrial
structure and controling currency inflation” and driven by the construction of *eight
economic zones”. It is anticipated that the regional total output value will increase 13. 5%
( comparable price ), the local financial revenue 18% , the grain output 5.5% , the
industrial added value above designated size 17% , the investment in all-society fixed assets
30% , the total volume of retail sales of social consumption goods 19. 5% , the gross value
of imports and exports 30% , the townsfolk’s per capita disposable income 12.5% , the

rural population’s per capita real income 11. 5% , the consumer price indexes 3. 5% .
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
