Shopkeeper: On the table over there are many sorts of bread. Go and help yourself!
Yang: Okay. Thanks.
Shopkeeper: Have you come to China to teach?
Yang: Yes, but I first want to learn Chinese, and afterwards I plan to

teach English in a university.
Shopkeeper: That’s not bad! (i.e. That sounds great)

Yang: Excuse me, do you have any toilet paper and toothpaste?

We first met Auxiliary Verbs (e.g. can, like to, want to) in lesson 3.
Questions can be formed either by using the positive-negative form,
or by adding & to the end of the sentence. However, note that, in the

positive-negative form, it is the Awxiliary Verb, not the main Verb,
that is ‘doubled’.

Remember that the negative plus Adverbs all precede the Auxiliary
Verb, not the main Verb.

11. When the Auxiliary Verb is a two-syllable word, e.g. [- k&-yi,
~ E-# xI-huan, §-E x0-E, the positive Auxiliary Verb is usually
shortened to the first syllable only.
