Microcredit is designed to target those who are not
eligible for traditional kinds of credit but possess the desire to enter into business. This
radical approach to lending has alleviated poverty and given hope to millions of people
around the world.

Thanks to microcredit, people from around the world now have the ability to start their
own companies. In 2007 alone, 106 million people received microloans. The businesses
created not only contribute to the well-being of the borrower and his family, but also help
lift his country aut of poverty by providing jobs and increasing productivity.
