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There are 5 tones in Chinese Putonghua, 4 basic tones and 1 neutral tone. In the pinyin system,
they are indicated by tone graphs. Namely, ~ (the first tone), ' (the second tone), * (the third tone)
and ' (the fourth tone) and the neutral tone which is not marked. The tones are used to distinguish
meanings. That is to say, syllables that are identical in initials and finals but different in tones can
bear different meanings. For example, M3 means “mother” while m& means “horse”.

To pronounce tones correctly is very important. Otherwise it will be quite difficult for others to

understand you. Now, please look at the diagram of tones thoroughly and carefully and take time to
practice with your teacher.
