Although this is an exceptional generalization it cannot be
disregarded.

Many who suffer from this brood for days, feel grim, like they
have been damned or discounted by the rest of the world, been
subjected to ridicule or feel like a martyr, emotions that denote
depression. In this state, they never wear a grin, sing a jingle or
shout a hurrah.

The scientists also observed strong a correlation between
excessive daytime sleepiness and diabetes (¥ Jk5%). They have made
an observation that those with diabetes have a heightened amount
of sleepiness.

The symptoms are not homogenous nor only affect the same
types of people, whether masculine or feminine. Nor are the affects
all the same. Some men grow whiskers, get wrinkles, and get an
involuntary wink in their eye.

Excessive daytime sleepiness was commonplace in youngsters,
a finding that hints at deficient or irregularity in length of sleep
and depression, and in the over =75 crowd, suggesting increasing
medical illness and the multiplication of innumerable health
problems, they explain.

To the astonishment and dismay of the researchers in an
empirical study, smoking also emerged as a risk factor for excessive
daytime sleepiness. It could be that smokers use the effect of
nicotine to keep awake in the daytime, the authors suggest.

Brief episodes when breathing stops during sleep was not a
significant player in excessive daytime sleepiness. Prior studies have
consistently exemplified only weak associations between sleep
apnea and excessive daytime sleepiness.

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To compensate for poor sense of direction of pedestrians and
consumers, tying together a compass, a sophisticated Global
Positioning System receiver and binoculars (X # # iZ 4%) would
make it possible simply to point at an object to identify it.

Now that vision is taking commercial shape in the Japanese
phones which use developed software and technology. The system
already provides detailed information about more than 700,000
locations in Japan, relayed to the cell phones over the Internet. The
accessory with adjustable antenna and cartridge facilitates a
straightforward and instantaneous and ingenious way to find
places in the vicinity beforehand. Ideally it would make
reservations, too! The administration of the automated device
would be handy and lists of presumably appropriate places, for
luncheons for example, would be popped up in clusters in
neighborhoods correctly adjacent to you.

By inserting a
compass it could transform the everyday world in a substantial and
sensible way, which would reduce complexity in the evolution of
these devices like the Xerox machine did.

However, the drawback is that, for the time being, the
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availability of places you can buy this is finite. Currently only two
American companies are using the G.P.S. technology, and none have
announced plans to add a compass. As a result, experts foresee that
