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Abstract

Annual Report on China’s Balanced Urban and Rural Development (2011) is the first
annual report about the balanced development of urban and rural areas. The primary
purpose of this book is to explore the historical and realistic background, connotation,
principal characteristics, and inevitability of the integration of city and countryside, and
its significances to China’s future economic development and national revival; to discuss
the theoretical bases of balanced urban and rural development; to objectively evaluate
this process, and deeply analyze favorable and unfavorable factors for this development;
and to seck for institutional innovations and policy regimes that support the integration of
urban and rural areas in aspects of promotion of industrial structure, completion of
financial system, increase of non-farm payroll employment, and integration of public
service (including education, health care, age nursing, and so on).

This book is composed of the following four parts: general report, market
elements, local experiences and theoretical discussion.

The general report briefly introduces this book, systematically proposes the target
and process of China’s integration of urban and rural areas, and proves the inevitability
of the reform in city and countryside dual system. It also points out that the realization
of this integration requires to promote the reform in rural property rights which mainly
concerns management of rural homestead, complete rural land contract system, speed up
the transfer of contracted land, facilitate farmers’ establishment of new business, support
the construction of experimental areas for comprehensive integration of city and
countryside, pay attention to the solution of employment problems and social security
issues of farmers losing land, accelerate the bidirectional integration of urban and rural
areas, optimize the distribution of urban and rural resources, and construct a real new
countryside.

The part of market elements is mainly based on the practice of farmland credit
cooperation. It deeply analyzes the relationship between the industrialization of
agriculture and institutional innovations in transfer of land-use rights, evaluates the
evolution of China’s household registration system which points out the direction of the

reform in this system, establishes an evaluation system of rural financial environment



which proves that rural financial environment can effectively promote the integration of
urban and rural areas, describes the importance of waterworks to a balanced urban and
rural development proposing specific policies and crucial areas demanding more efforts,
and finally discusses the role and prospective of internet in the integration of urban and
rural areas.

In the third part, this book introduces the practice of the integration of city and
countryside in relatively developed areas ( taking the City of Zhongshan as an example) ;
discusses the selection of society development mode in urbanization process in the west
of China ( taking the “tolerating regulation mode” of Wuxi as an example) ; points out
the political supporting system for the industrialization of agriculture ( taking Luohe’s
mode as an example ) ; explores how to complete rural financial system under the
background of integration of urban and rural areas with a detailed analysis on the practice
in poverty—ﬁ]leviation—aiming guarantee of rural micro-finance and innovation of
information mechanics, and the exploration of commercially sustainable micro-
enterprise—credits ( taking Xinxiang in Henan Province, Nanping in Fujian Province,
and Taizhou in Zhejiang Province as examples ); talks about the dilemma of
development and its solution in mineral resource oriented county economy ( taking
Luquan in Hebei Province as an example) ; and finally investigates problems in the trans-
regional integration of city and countryside in undeveloped areas ( taking the analysis of
relative bearing capacity of ground and relative bearing capacity of economy in Guizhou
Province as an example).

According to the interaction between industrialization and urbanization, the last
part discusses the thoughts and measures which can accelerate the development of middle
and small sized cities through industrialization. Focusing on local govermnments’
difficulties in financing, innovation in its financing mode is proposed as a basic
requirement, and a new financing mode PPP is described specifically; establishment of
rural social security system and the allocation of its fiscal responsibilities is discusséd in
detail; a new way is presented which makes good use of comparative advantages of
urban and rural areas respectively, and is suitable to the balanced integration of city and
countryside; and finally, the specific impacts and profound influences of the reform in

collective forest use rights on China’s balanced urban and rural development is explored.
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
