Abstract

This is the first book on Taiwan’s economic policy from Oct. 1945
to Dec. 1948.

Based on a thorough use of reference materials such as historical
archives and documenis, newspapers, memoirs, statistics, offi-
cialdispatches, with an application of the theory and method of histo-
ry and science of economic policy, the author makes a systematic re-
search on Taiwan’s economic policy from Oct. 1945 to Dec. 1948.

The book consists of six parts.

Part 1 makes an inquiry into the conception of this book, the
present situation of the problem, relevant theories, methods and ma-
terials, the creativity and shortcoming of this book.

Part 2 studies the situation that the two authorities of the govern-
ment of Taiwan province, Chen Yi and Wei Dao — ming faced in this
period. It analyses the influence of Taiwan’s economic policy at a time
when it was under Japanese rule. the whole economic situation after
the second Sino — Japanese War, the role of relevant policies, laws
and regulations of the Nationalist Government played in Taiwan after
its recovery, the expectation of all kinds of professional and social or-
ganizations, the feedback of the people of Taiwan, and the supervi-
sion of the press.

Part 3 studies the subject of policy and the arrangement of insti-
tution. The subject of policy consisted of Taiwan Investigation Commit-
