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GENERAL SITUATION

Fuzhou National Forest Park has developed on the basis of Fuzhou Arboretum, Fujian Provingce. Fuzhou Arboretum was
founded in 1959, it was approved as Fuzhou Forest Park by the Ministry of Forestry in 1988 and then the latter was upgraded
to Fuzhou National Forest Park in 1993, The Gardening and Greening Center of Fujian Province was established through the
approval of the Organization Commission of Fujian Province in the same year. "A set of staff members with three plates”
operates. it 1s an institution directly under the Forestry Department of Fujian Province .

Fuzhou National Forest Park is situated at Shangchiqgiao, Xindian Town, Jin' an District, northem suburbs, Fuzhou City.
s geographic coordinates are 26°07'N and 119°16°E. It is 7km away from the city center. its total area 1s 859.3ha. It belongs
to the low-mountain hilly landform of the south subtropical northern fringe. Its climate is the subtropical marine climate and is
warm. Its rainfall 1s abundant. It is surrounded by green mountains on 3 sides and the peaks are like screens. it faces the Bayi
Reservoir on the southern side and the surface of the reservorr ripples. The green mountains and the blue waters contrast
brightly with each other. in the park the following things make up the graceful natural scenes: the running spring water and
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flying waterfall of Longtan (the Dragon Pool), the natural and interesting wonderful stanes, the strong, beautifil and age-old
Banyan trees, the precious and rare plant and animal resources, and the long-history humanistic landscape. Every place ts
absorbing and makes tourists forget to return. i

In order to realize the task of culturing the provincial woody plants and introducing and domesticating the domestic and
foreign tree species to guide the forestry production, the introduction, domestication, demonstration and popularization wark
have been conducted on a large scale for 40 years, which has made the park to become a treasure basin. In recent years, the
park has utilized more than 3000 species of plants which were introduced, cultivated and locally protected during 40 years and
the following multiple special plant types of gardens and spots with both the rich scientific connotation and the relatively high
omamental value have been established, respectively: the Tree Ornamental Spot ,the Precious and Rare Botanical Garden,
the Ornamenta! Garden with Various Species of Bambeoos, the Cycad Garden, the Banyan Omamental Spot, the Aquatic Plant
Spot ,the Tropicat Flower and Plant Demonstration Spot and Fujian Orchig Nursery. The Longtan Natural Scenic Spot taking
the forest ecological tourism as the subject has been developed and built. Fujian Forest Museum will be also completed soon
and will open to the outside then to show Fujian forestry achievements and to carry out forestry scientific popularization. The
completion of these projects will make peaple fully understand the nch forest resources in Fujian and popularize the scientific
and cultural knowledge at the same time of enjoying nature and molding their own temperament.

The amusement iterms of the park are nch and varied. The items of the Birds’ Twitter Forest, the Forest Dry-Land Sleds,
the Animal Acting Place, the Over-water World, etc. have been introduced in recent years, which make people find themselves
in an entirely new world and redouble their interest in going on an excursion. The tourist facilities of the park are perfect. There
is the full-time guide service. The satistactory achievements in the park construction have been obtained for 40 years since the
arboretumn astablishment with the Party and governments' showing soligitude for and attaching importance to. More than 30
leaders of the Party and state, Chen Yi, Li Peng, Zhu Rong), Li Ruihuan, Hu Jintao, Yang Shangkun, Qiao Shi, Song Ping, etc,
inspected here successively and all gave the high evaluation.
