“Shanggao Cup” 12th China Interior Design Competition of the year 2010 was
accomplished right now, which was the exhibition of recent excellent works in the
design field of China. The competition of this year included 13 categories with the newly
added “Furnishing Prize” and 190 works were awarded with prizes among all the 742
works with the prize-winning rate of 25.6%. All the designers actively responded to the
selecting criteria with greatly enhanced works on the aspects of design creation and
functional layout. And they also put more emphasis on the layout of poster, quality of
image and the collocated characters.

With the development of the time and the enhancement of design requirements as well
as the continuous progress of international advanced design concepts, our design industry
has been still in the stage of “remaining much to do” and many problems have to be
resolved in the development. It can be seen that our interior design industry is still facing
an important transitional situation from the following aspects.

Firstly, in the 2009 Copenhagen Climate Change Conference, green and environment-—
friendly as well as low-carbon and energy-saving concepts became the main issue
and their related concepts had become the main trend of social development and
characteristic to the time. In the field of design, environment-friendly and low—-carbon
concepts will surpass all the other elements to be implemented into the concrete design
of layout and patterns as well as the selection of materials and furnishings.

Secondly, the harmony among the human, nature and environment has been more
focused; the humanism and human interests have been emphasized while the deliberate
design style pursuing the “coolness” “extraordinary” is ebbing. The harmony between
the human and nature is the common pursuit.additionally, the “technological content”
and “cuitural content” need more focus. For example, the application of the waste and
reproducible materials as well as the solar, wind and geothermal energy in the interior
design with the combination of modern aesthetics and regional cultures will be a task
worth exploring.

Finally, the designers’ professional and cultural cultivation need to be enhanced to
satisfy the competition with foreign advanced enterprises on every aspect, which is also
the prominent feature and major task of the next transitional period.

The annual interior design competition held by Interior Design Branch of Architectural
Society of China provides a great platform for the transitional interior design. We all
expect the interior design career of China to stand at the forefront of the world through
our efforts.
