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Abstract

Since PRD became the first reform and openness region of mainland China in
1978, capital and industry of Hong Kong and Macao have mover to PRD.. After
decades of development, Guangdong, Hong Kong and Macao have cooperated to
develop many industries such as manufacturing, financial services, professional services,
tourism, education. Now PRD has become a global manufacturing base and Hong
Kong and Macao have become the international services centres. This close cooperation
among three regions is a mode of economics integration under “one country two
systems” and impossible to be copied and replaced. A new report which entitled as “ A
Study of Greater Pearl River Delta Co-ordinated Development Plan”, shows that this
area is the only area which has conditions to become a “ Global City-Regions. ” with
the unique overall competitiveness.

However, this area has still faced to many difficulties of development in future.
Three regions all have enormous pressure on industrial restructuring because they have
met increasingly competition from other regions or countries. They have their own
interest bases and institutional limitation to reform themselves or co-ordinate with each
other. This book has set many topics to analyze the new situation of the development
and explore the possible paths for the full integration of the three regions in future in the
base of the conclusion to the practical experiences of the pass cooperation.

This research report will be divided into nine themes. Firstly, It descripts the
history and current situation about the regional cooperation among Hong Kong, Macao
and Guangdong briefly, and analyze how “the Outline of the plan for the Reform and
Development of Pearl River Delta (2008 ~2020)” ’and CEPA will impact on the
economic and trade cooperation among Hong Kong, Macao and Guangdong.
Secondly, analyze the different cooperation conditions, encountered problems and
future development in financial industry, professional services, manufacturing,
exhibition and cultural and creative industries, tourism, eddcation, infrastructure
construction industry and so on. Finally, we discuss how to creat a high-quality and a
livable environment in Hong Kong, Macao and Guangdong as the goal of” high
quality living community *that raised in” the Outline of the plan for the Reform and
Development of Pear] River Delta (2008 —2020)".
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
