1. Education in the West: There is no common agreement in the West
concerning the best method of education. A variety of views can be found
among parents, teachers and students. Indeed, it might be argued that it is this
very existence of contending points of view that is characteristic of Western
education. Comparing Western and Asian methods of learning it is generally
true that Western methods are more student-centred, expecting students to
discover things for themselves rather than relying on their teachers to tell them.
Mainstream education in England is stricter, demanding that children attend
lessons and tend to reinforce a more teacher-centred approach, as both teachers
and students find the pressure of time leaves less opportunity for an exploratory
approach to learning. The extent to which learning is teacher-centred or
student-centred also depends on differences between subjects.
