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Abstract

The Economic Zone of Taiwan Strait’s Western Shore is a regional economic
system with unique advantages and characteristics. The zone is opposite to Taiwan
Strait, with Fujian Province as its main part and including parts of neighbouring
provinces. In May 2009, the State Council promulgated “ Some suggestions on
supporting Fujian Province to speed up the construction of the Economic Zone of
Taiwan Strait’s Western Shore”. As a result, the development strategy of the Economic
Zone of Taiwan Strait’s Western Shore has become a national strategy from a regional
one and construction of the zone has entered a new development period.

The book gives a review of the development of the Economic Zone of Taiwan
Strait’s Western Shore in the past year. Among them, the general report of the
Economic Zone of Taiwan Strait’s Western Shore analyses the overall situation, sums up
the basic experience of building in recent years, prospects for their development
prospects; Reports in a detailed analysis of Fujian, eastern Guangdong, southern
Zhejiang, southeastern Jiangxi areas of the economy status and trends of social
development and regional cooperation economic zone status and prospects; Case studies
of cross-strait exchanges and cooperation from the general report, change the mode of
economic development, urban and rural development, reform and opening up, building
a harmonious society of the Economic Zone of Taiwan Strait’s Western Shore, and the

specific aspects of the economic zone’s economic situation and development trend.
