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Abstract

The book is an academic monograph on the Wang’s family from the Mitu
Hill of the Yao River. Based on the cultural science, it has a systematic depic-
tion on the evolving track and historical destiny of the Wang’s family, and gen-
eralizes the basic features of the family culture.
