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Abstract

As a result of the change of economic structure and globalization, the pov-
erty has been a very serious social issue in China. Especially, how to aid and
relief floating population coming from other place became a very important and
pressure problem in large cities. Thus, taking a sociology study to the social
vulnerable group in the floating population has a quite important significance
both in theory and practice.

This study made a complete and system analyze on the problem of urban
vagrants and beggars by the theories and methods of sociology, psychics, man-
agement, and so on. Moreover, collected many first hand data by sample ques-
tionnaire and observe. Firstly, the disquisition researches the history of urban
vagrants and beggars. Secondly, describes them basic status, analyzes the rea-
son, characteristic and current of this phenomena. Specially, discusses the
process, background, advancement and localization of the Measures on Aid and
Management for Urban Vagrants and Beggars. At last, introduce some ideas of
the social assistance system in developed country, and brings forward some poli-
cy suggestions on how to improve on this poliey in order to build a harmonious
society in China.

The Measures on Aid and Management for Urban Vagrants and Beggars was
approved by the State Council in July, 2003. This study considers its aims to
provide temporary shelter for the homeless in a bid to maintain social order in
cities. The first step is establishing an urgency social assistance system on the
base of this measure. At present, we should use for reference the “positive
welfare” ideology and improve on this measure. This problem will be solved by

establish a effective social security system of floating population step by step.
