An audio tape recording does not solve all the linguist’s problems, however.
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Speech is often unclear and ambiguous. Where possible, therefore, the recording has to
be supplemented by the observer’s written comments on the non-verbal behaviour of
the participants, and about the context in general. A facial expression, for example, can
dramatically alter the meaning of what is said. Video recordings avoid these problems
to a large extent, but even they have limitations (the camera cannot be everywhere),
and transcriptions always benefit from any additional commentary provided by an

observer.
