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FOREWORD

The historical-cultural area of the Ferghana Valley is considered to be one of the largest and
important centres of Central Asia. Its role for researches of heritage of people of Uzbekistan is
inestimable.

This book is dedicated to comprehensive research of samples of ancient textiles being one of
the important artifacts of material culture of the Ferghana Valley. Any disclosed textiles are very
rare in the archaeology. The reason is very bad damaged state. Thus, researches of textile from
archaeological sites are not sufficient and this book is the first summarizing work with detailed
research of textile and clothes of early medieval Ferghana. Owning to initiative and efforts of
great specialist in the history of silk Professor Feng Zhao and his colleagues this work has been
completed. This book was prepared for the short period of time by cooperation between the Institute
of Archaeology of the Academy of Sciences of the Republic of Uzbekistan and the Fashion Institute
of Donghua University of the People’s Republic of China. The basic materials were finds unearthed
at the burial ground of Munchaktepa 1 and 2 (located near contemporary city of Pap, on the right-
bank Syr-Darya, the Republic of Uzbekistan). Uzbekistan archaeologists in 1988 made an important
discovery of ancient materials made of cane, silk, cotton, wool, wood, bone, metal, etc. As a result of
it the local administration constructed the building of museum, where we organized the permanent
archaeological exposition in Pap city.

Ferghana (Munchaktepa) materials allow elucidating some issues on early medieval history
of Uzbekistan. First of all, new data on the history of handicrafts (weaving, bone carving, wood
processing, metallurgy, jewelry, production of arms and instruments, etc.) were. Our cooperated
researches indicated that the Ferghana Valley as Sogd or earlier (3-4th centuries) became one of
centres of silk production in Central Asia under direct influence of China.

This book is the first joint work with the Chinese scientists in the field of archaeology and
history of weaving. Evidently, the cooperated research of the history and culture of Central Asian
people is becoming very good tradition. It should be mentioned that participants of this project
are planning to organize the exhibition “Weaving and garments of people of the Ferghana Valley:
traditions and the present” together with International Public Fund named after Z.M. Babur (directed

by Z. Mashrabov). The latter one stimulates the further development of weaving culture having
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deep historical roots not enly in the Ferghana Valley, but in Uzbekistan as a whole. The research of
Chinese-Uzbekistan joint expedition of collections of silk textile from Munchaktepa established that
Ferghana population produced the local sorts of textile with a use of local silk and Chinese methods.
According to specialists studying the structure of textile, brocade from Munchaktepa is the earliest
sample of this kind all over the world. I would like to express my deep thanks to our Chinese and

Uzbekistan colleagues and specialists, whose participation and assistance helped us so much.
