Green Tangerine Peel is the dried pericarp of the young or immature fruits of Citrus reticulata Blanco and
its cultivars (Fam. Rutaceae) . The fallen young fruit is collected in May and June, dried in the sun and known
commonly as “Gegingpi” . The immature fruit is collected in July and August, cut longitudinally into four-
valved but connected at the base, removed from the emergence completely and dried in the sun, and known
commonly as “Sihuagingpi” .

Evergreen tree, 10-20m high. Trunks erect, bark grey brown, fragrant resin present. Leaves odd-pinnate
compound, alternate, leaflets 9-15, opposite, short petiolule; blades leathery, elliptic lanceolate, 6-16cm
long, 2.5-6cm wide, acuminate at apex, oblique at base, entire, dark green and glabrous above, yellowish
green beneath. Panicles terminal or axillary; flowers small, hermaphrodite or polygamous; calyx cup-shaped,
usually 3-lobed, rarely 5-lobed; petals 3-5, white or green white, 7mm long, 3mm wide, obtuse at apex,
disks conspicuous; stamens 6, inserted on the edge of disks, filaments short and stout, anthers sagittate;
ovary superior, 3-celled, 2 ovules in each cell. Drupes ovate fascicle, 3cm long, 1.3-2cm in diameter,
surface greenish or yellow green, glabrous, both ends obtuse. Seeds 1-3. Flowering in May-Jul., fruiting in
Aug. -Nov.. (Figl-1)

Annual herb, 40-100cm high. Stems erect, longitudinal furrowed, glabrous, much branching. Basal
and lower leaves usually withered at flowering time; middle leaves ovate, 4-7cm long, 3-5c¢m wide, 2-3-
pinnatisect, little segments oblong linear or linear, acute at apex, entire or nearly so, green above, greenish
beneath, glabrous or nearly so on both sides with dense glandular dots ; upper leaves small, often 1-2-pinnatisect.
Anthodium, globose, 1.5-2mm in diameter, peduncles short, pendent, numerous in spreading paniculate
clusters; involucre glabrous, bracts in 2-3 series; outer bracts narrow oblong, green, margins narrow and
membranous ; inner bracts ovate or nearly round, margins broad and membranous; flowers tubular, yellow,
edged pistillate flowers fertile, 10-20; middle bisexual flowers fertile, 10-30. Achenes oblong, about 0.7mm

long, glabrous. Flowering and fruiting in Aug. -Oct.. (Figl-1)
