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This book the author divides into five units, namely, the Study of the
Structure of Politics and Power of Vietnam; the Reflection of Rubbings on Vietnam
History; the Study of Sino-Vietnamese Relationship; the Essays of Criticism of the
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Vietnamese-Chinese Epigraph Collection, Vol. 2; the Annotations of the Anthology
of Allusions in Vietnamese-Chinese Epigraphs. These units list ten essays, namely,
The Decipherment and Historical Meaning from Liu Brothers’ Tomb
Inscriptions—A comparative Approach to the Political Cultures of China and
Vietnam; the Study of the Authoritative Structures and Marriage Relationships
during the Ying Zong Era of the Li Dynasty; Political Behavior of Vietmamese
Emperor Lee Tai Zong: A comparative Cultural Approach fo Chinese and
Vietmamese Style of Rule; A Brief Interpretation on Two Lady's Steles of the Li
Dynasty of Vietnam; Study on the Relationship Between Ai Lao and the Tran and Li
Dynasties in Viemam Documentary;, Fon Shin: The Legendary Hero unmentioned
in Chinese Histories; Commentary on the Bureaucracy in Vietnam History—Monk
Officials and the Peerage System; The forming of the national consciousness of
Vietnam during the 7" and 14" century; Observing Sino-Conversion of Vietnam
from the Distribution of Stone and Metal Rubbings; Maritime commerce of Vietnam
and China— The South-Eastern Route. Furthermore, a complete collection of the
various collative studies written specifically by the author concerning the
“Vietnamese-Chinese Epigraph Collection,” which the editor is the author as well,
is also included in this book.

This book, based on a core of Vietnamese Epigraph collections, is a
disquisition of multiple issues of Li and Tran Dynasties of Vietnam, including that
of the political and authoritative structures, the feminist issues, the diplomacy, and
the bureaucracy, and is conducted in comparative study according to the
anthropological, the ritual, the documentary, and the systematic phenomenon, in
order to associate the many relations it had with China that had been discovered in
time and space, such as the cultures, the political and historical events and
connections, and also the observances, and display the result of such comparison
into a defining conclusion of the past. Also, the various allusions of name, place,
peerage, historical event, religious matters, and also those of Chinese origin,
Vietnamese-Chinese characters, interdict words, inscription characters found in the
Essays of Criticism of the second volume of the Vietnamese-Chinese Epigraph
Collection, along with the epigraphs of the Tran Dynasty, are categorized and
reinterpreted. This is a symposium of Vietnam history conjoining Vietnamese
epigraphic data with first-hand, original documents.
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
