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Where can we make a telephone call? I don’t have a mobile with me.
I think we can find a pay phone nearby. Transportation hubs such
as airports or train stations usually have pay phones.

Do you have a phone card or coins?
Yeah. It will cost at least 50 cents. Just follow the instructions: pick
up the receiver, and when you hear the signal, insert the coins

It's OK, we don’t need to pay to call emergency services. Just pick
up the receiver and dial 911.
