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Abstract

On the Relation Between Chinese and Japanese Buddhist Culture
from Southern Song Dynasty (1127-1279) to the Beginning of Ming
Dynasty (1368-1644)

This paper focuses on the relation between Chinese and Japanese
Buddhist culture in a particular period---from Southern Song Dynasty
(1127-1279) to the beginning of Ming Dynasty (1368-1644). It
examines the relation between Chinese and Japanese culture during
this period in a new perspective. Chinese and Japanese Buddhist
cultural exchange during this period centered on the Eastward Spread
"of Chinese Chan, and the formation and development of Japanese Zen.
Based on it, this paper studies the cultural phenomenon in both
countries, and discusses in depth their cultural relation in the
following three aspects: the influence of Chinese Song-Yuan
Dynasty’s Culture on Japanese Buddhist culture; the influence of
Chinese Chan Culture on Japanese Tyuusei Culture; Chinese
Song-Yuan Dynasty’s Culture and the formation of Japanese Tyuusei
Culture, and reveals the essence of the cultural relation and exchange
between China and Japan during this period. This paper points out that
although the cultural exchange between China and Japan from
Chinese Southern Song Dynasty to the beginning of Ming Dynasty
was mainly about Buddhist culture, this cultural exchange, actually,
not only was confined to the field of Buddhist culture, but also
introduced Chinese Song-Yuan Dynasty’s Culture into Japan, which

hastened the formation of Japanese Tyuusei Culture with typical
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Tyuusei Style, promoted the development of Japanese Tyuusei Culture,
and greatly influenced and infiltrated the Japanese Culture. Helped by
the Eastward Spread of Chinese Chan, Chinese Song-Yuan Dynasty’s
Culture influenced the formation and development of Japanese
Tyuusei Culture, and left an unusual page in the history of the relation

between Chinese and Japanese culture.
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
