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About the Author

Mr. Wu Zongxian was born in Yongdeng County, Gansu Province, in 1963.
He graduated from the Northwest Institute of Political Science and Law ( Now is the
Northwest University of Political Science and Law) and the China University of Po-
litical Science and Law, and earned bachelor and master of law, and Ph. D. in
criminology.

His previous academic affiliations include appointments as a lecturer of Crimi-
nal Psychology, Department of Law, China University of Political Science and Law;
head of Scientific Administration Division, a Professor and the Director of the Peno-
logical Division (Prison Studies) , Institute for Crime Prevention, Ministry of Jus-
tice of the People’s Republic of China. In April 2006, he becomes a Professor and
the Director of the Institute of Crime and Corrections, and the Director of the Re-
search Center of Community Corrections, College for Criminal Law Science at the
Beijing Normal University. He is a supervisor of Ph. D candidates.

Professor Wu studied in the School of Law at the University of Nottingham in
Britain (2000), did research at the Max-Planck-Institute for Foreign and Interna-
tional Criminal Law in Germany (2002, 2008 ) and School of Law at Yale Universi-
ty (2007) ; and visited criminal justice institutions and attended international aca-
demic activities in USA, Canada, Australia, Norway etc.

His research interests include criminology, penology, community corrections,
and legal psychology.

In the field of criminology, he published History of Criminology in the West
(1997, it is the first such book in China, it was awarded The Copper Grade Award
of the Excellent Research Results during the “Ninth Five-Year Plan” [ 1996 —
2000] sponsored by the Ministry of Justice), and Western Criminology (1999,
which is the first university law textbook in China approved by the Editorial Board
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of University Law Textbook, Ministry of Justice, it received). He compiled An Eng-
lish-Chinese Dictionary of Criminology (2007) , which is the first such dictionary in
Chinese language, includes more than 23300 terms, and many of them are transla-
ted first into Chinese by Professor Wu; this dictionary also has useful appendixes,
for example “ Websites of Criminology and Criminal Justice”, “ Who’s Who in
Criminology”. As the Chief-Editor, he organized scholars to write and published
Juverile Misbehaviors ; Their Treatment and Prevention (1996) and Studies of Non-
Custodial Penalties (2003).

He is in charge of A Translated Series of Criminological Masterworks Abroad,
and the first translations of it have been published in 2009, they include Criminal
Man ; According to the classification of Cesare Lombroso ( Gina Lombroso-Ferrero) ,
Crime: Its Causes and Remedies { Cesare Lombroso) , An Introduction to Criminolo-
gy (W. A. Bonger) , Principles of Criminology (11" ed. , Edwin H. Sutherland et
al), A general theory of crime (Michael R. Gottfredson & Travis Hirschi).

He also wrote chapters for some significant criminological books, e. g. Intro-
duction to Criminology (1992), Criminal Policy (2002), New Criminology
(2005) etc.

In the field of penology, he published his own monograph A Theory of Offender
Rehabilitation: A Criminogenic Difference Theory of Offender Rehabilitation
(2007), in which was developed a new theory of crime cause and offender rehabil-
itation. He published Contemporary Western Penology (2005), this big book re-
ceived the Silver Award of the Second National Award of Law Textbook and Re-
search Achievements sponsored by the Ministry of Justice. He, as the chief editor,
led colleagues to completed and published Studies of the Modernized-Civilized Prison
in China (1996) and Corrections (a university textbook, 2007). He participated
in writing chapters for some important books, for example, Science of Prison Law
(1996) and Introduction to Prison Science (1997).

In the field of community corrections, he was the key author of Community
Corrections: Theory and Practice (2004 ) ; it is the first such book in Mainland Chi-
na. He was also major author of a few important research reports.

In the field of legal psychology, he published Psychological Treatment Jor Of
fender Abroad (2004) , which is the first such book in Chinese language. As the
chief editor, he and other authors completed A Dictionary of Legal Psychology
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(1994) , Psychology and Treatment of Juvenile Misbehaviors (1999) and Psycho-
logical Treatment for Prisoners in China (2004). He wrote entries for Encyclopedia
of China - Psychology (1992) and red and edited it; wrote and improved entries
for Psychological Terms + Legal Psychology Terms sponsored by the National Com-
mittee of Natural Science Terms (1995-1996) ; acted as the subeditor of the “Fo-
rensic Psychology Branch” of the 2-volume The Comprehensive Dictionary of Psy-
chology (2003).

He also participated in the translation of many English documents and books
into Chinese, including The International Crime ( Victim) Survey Questionnaire (It
was developed by a working group sponscred by UNICRI and other relevant regional
institutes affiliated with the United Nation. The Chinese version was used in the In-
ternational Victim Survey of 1994 in Beijing, China), Corrections; Practice and
Policy (David E. Duffee. Random House, Inc. , 1989. The Chinese version was
published 1992) , Causes of Delinquency (Travis Hirschi. Berkeley: the University
of California Press, 1969. The Chinese version was published in 1997) , Psychol-
ogy of Criminal Conduct; Theory, Research, and Practice ( Ronald Blackburn.
Chichester; John Wiley & Sons, 1993. The Chinese version was published in
2000), Forensic Psychology ( Lawrence S. Wrightsman. Belmont, CA: Wad-
sworth/Thomas Leaming, 2001.

Furthermore, during the period of working in the Institute for Crime Preven-
tion, Ministry of Justice, he joined some applied research projects related to major
issues in criminal justice of China. In 1994-1995, Professor Wu was in charge of
the research project “Psychology of Recidivism and Its Countermeasures” , which
was one part of the research project “ Psychology of Major Crimes and Their Coun-
termeasures
Central Committee of the Communist Party of China ( CPC) and the President of
China, to Ren Jianxin, Secretary of the Central Political and Legal Committee of

that a task was assigned by Jiang Zemin, General Secretary of the

CPC, and then Mr. Ren Jianxin ordered the China Law Society to implement it.
From December 1995 on, he became one of the two major drafters to compose the
keynote report of the research project submitted to General Secretary and President
Jiang Zemin.

In 20012002, as a member of the Investigative Group of the Ministry of Jus-

tice, Professor Wu participated in the research on “Chinese Prison System Reform”
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and was one of major drafters of the Invesiigation Report on Chinese Prison System
Reform.

In 2002-2003, as a major member of the Research Panel of the Ministry of
Justice, Professor Wu participated in the investigation and research work on the re-
form and improvement of Chinese community corrections, and was one of the key
authors of the draft of the Circular of Launching Community Corrections Experi-
ments. This document was finally issued by the Supreme People’s Court, the Su-
preme People’s Procuratorate, the Ministry of Public Security and the Ministry of
Justice on July 10, 2003, and which is the landmark of commencing community
corrections in China.

Professor Wu has been awarded a few medals and titles for his excellent a-
chievements in research, including “The Top Ten Outstanding Youth” (by the
Ministry of Justice, 1998), “The Excellent Youth of the Central Government” ( by
the Work Committee of the Central National Government etc. , 1998) , “National-
Level Expert of the New Century’s First Talents Project” (by the Ministry of Per-
sonnel, Ministry of Science and Technology, Ministry of Education etc. , 2004 ) ;
“The Nominated Award of the Fifth National Award of the Top Ten Outstanding
Youth Jurists” (by the China Law Society, 2006) ; the member of the “Program
for New Century Excellent Talents in University, NCET” (by the Ministry of Edu-
cation, 2007).

Professor Wu is the Special Consultant on Community Corrections to the Minis-
try of Justice (2006.5 — ), the Vice-Secretary General of the Chinese Society of
Criminology (2007.8 - ), and the member of the Expert Advisory Committee of
the National Prison of the Ministry of Justice (2007.12 - ).
