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Garzoni

The Origin:

This is a novel about “God” . My language derives from
Taiwan; the thoughts and ideas come from my unique soul and
godliness.

“Garzoni~ is surely to be a great movie, a monumental ac-
complishment by the greatest director in the film history—a story
about God.

The Perspective:
The theme and structure of the whole universe of the story of
“Garzoni” :
There is an omnipotent God in the universe that has two sons;
one is Satan (first son), the other Jesus (second son).

Jesus and Satan are both gods ruling the Earth; light and



darkness co-exist on Earth.

There is no right or wrong regarding the two parties; both are
gods, and both are truths.

Goodness and evil are both truths; no right or wrong; only
human beings who are in-between the two powers, and live in con-
tradictions in the tug of war of good and evil.

Jesus hopes all humankind can follow him; so does Satan. Yet
human beings are sacrificed in this battle between the two gods, like
in an endless game.

The levels of the universe are: Almighty God—God’s son Jesus,
God’s son Satan—the foolish mankind.

The omnipotent God created the Earth and human beings, who
have the image of God’ but no spirituality of God. (That is a must
condition to the game: humans cannot have spirituality of god.)

Therefore human beings live in their own ways, alongside with
Jesus’ and Satan’s attempts to interfere and guide them. Jesus wants
to give humans “God’s love” , while Satan wants to give them

“God’s " desire’.

The story begins with Jesus’ creation of Rorensa, who stands
for half of God’s love. Rorensa is a soul of love, an angel, an
incarnation of love; she has half of the real love—that only god

deserves.
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Yet before Jesus has the time to create that other half of godly
love to endow humans with hope, the Almighty God knows that Jesus
created a godly angel at his own will. Out of anger and the intent to
balance his two son’s games, He orders that Jesus cannot continue his
attempt to grant love to humans, and that Rorensa cannot be united
with that other half-- as yet uncreated angel; and He gives Rorensa to
Satan.

Satan locks Rorensa up in a dungeon in Florence, and never
gives her a chance to teach human beings about love, Until Jesus
feels guilty about the situation and tries to mend it by another method
—He gives a mission to a human being: Garzoni, a handsome-
looking man with perfect build and character, as well as God’s spiri-
tuality and love.

Garzoni have a human body and character, as well as god’s spiri-
tuality and gifts. He is appointed as the god of love.

When humankind are yearning for real love, Garzoni will ap-
pear in the form of human image, and helps them find love.

The formula: humans call for love—Garzoni appears—humans
find love.

God’s love is different from human love; Garzoni represents the
pure, true love of godliness, which is meta-physical, a strong and

eternal ideal.
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
