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Preface

“Administrative Regulation and Judicial Remedies” is one of the six
core research fields of Institutum Iurisprudentiae, Academia Sinica
(ITIAS). In order to implement the research approach that integrates
theory and practice, we have organized the Conferences on
“Administrative Regulation and Judicial Remedies” with the aim of
helping solve thormny problems encountered in courts. Since the first
conference held in November 2005, we have received lots of feedback.
Starting from the year 2006, we decided to cooperate further with four
administrative courts by establishing a “steering committee” consisting
of 4 judges, each of whom elected by one administrative court, and 2
representative colleagues from the IIAS. Together, they pick the topics
for each conference deliberation. Through trial and error, we decided
that the conference would be held twice annually (in May and November,
respectively). As of the end of 2008, the conference had been
organized 7 times, and outcomes from the previous year had been

published at the end of the following year.

“2008 Administrative Regulation and Judicial Remedies” contains
outcomes achieved at the two conferences on “Administrative
Regulation and Judicial Remedies” held in 2008, and is listed as no. 10
of the book series published by Institutum Iurisprudentiae. As usual,
outstanding domestic scholars and experts made presentations and
comments at the conferences. Furthermore, the number of participants
at the conferences in 2008 had grown to over 400. Besides the active

participation of judges from local administrative courts and prominent
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scholars from various fields, administrative law scholars from mainland
China, Hong Kong and Macao also attended, making the participants
even more diversified. After undergoing a series of strict procedures,
including being presented and commented on during the conference,
modified after the conference, submitted for anonymous peer review as
well as being approved by the Editorial Board of Institutum
Iurisprudentiae, seven out of eight conference papers were included in
this book in the end. To reflect the original situation, the sequence of
the chapters is arranged in accordance with the presentation order at the

conferences.

Sincere thanks are due to Dr. Pi-Fang Wang, Assistant Research
Professor of Institutum Iurisprudentiae and the Executive Secretary of
2008 Conferences on Administrative Regulation and Judicial Remedies,
for her earnest dedication to this book. I sincerely expect this book will
meet the desperate needs of the practice and thus accelerate the

development of Administrative Law in Taiwan.
