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Zhao Jiping,well-known composer,was ever the Vice President of the Shaanxi Traditional Opera
Research Institute and the head of the Shaanxi Song and Dance Theatre. Now, he is the Chairman of the China
Musicians Association, the Chairman of Literature and Art Circle League in Shaanxi Province and the

President of the Xi’an Conservatory of Music.

His main compositions are Symphonic picture The Bird of the Sun, Symphonic Ballad Farewell to
My Concubine (both works’debuts were given in Berlin by the Berlin Philharmonic Orchestra in
2000) , The Monn over Guan Mountain(chamber piece, composed for cello and three folk instruments, first
performed by Yo—Yo Ma in New York), and the Desert Smoke Suite, a full-length dance drama,
first performed in Taipei by the Taiwan Neo —Classical Dancing Ensemble. Zhao’s other works
include The Silk Road Fantasia Suite (a Guanzi concerto), Monk Jianzhen Sailing Eastward (a
symphonic poem for folk orchestra), Symphony No.1, and Symphony No.2 “Ode to peace”, etc. He
also composed lots of music for movies including Yellow Earth, Red Sorghum, Ju Dou, Raising The
Red Lanterns , Farewell to My Concubine, A Legend of Greenwood Hero—brigands (water margin) ,
Swordsman, The Family Legend ,and Qiao’s mansion(the Legend of a Shanxi Merchant).
