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Abstract

In this paper, the protection and maintenance of Guangdong historical bridge and the organic
renewal of landscape are the main research content. Firstly, with the urbanization of Guangdong, the
landmark historical bridge and environment are destroyed, as a result, the city loses the own Image,
the paper gives some reflection for the phenomenon. By analyzing the present situation and mistakes
of the historical bridge protection, it is clarified that the historical bridge is important to Guangdong
historical culture and environment. It is proposed that historical bridge and landscape is the culture
heritage and the city’s image, and the culture heritage is an organic indivisible whole which connects
the city’s culture tradition and physical environment, and with the value of history, ecology. So during
the construction of Guangdong, this historical bridge and landscape should be protected, and by organic
combination, they can become our ideal leisure place.

Based on the analysis of present protection strategy, a new protection and maintenance model
is proposed. In the strategy, the significance of the protection of historical bridge, the technology of
protection and maintenance are analyzed from different point of views. Firstly, from time dimension,
the significance of historical bridge is analyzed, and from the time dimension of Human environment,
the significance of historical bridge is displayed to keep ecological balance for city and rural. And
then the technology of protection and maintenance are analyzed. The Integrated protection method is
proposed based on multidisciplinary cooperation. Includes: environment analysis, disease analysis,
safety testing, disease clear, structure reinforcement, maintenance procedures. Finally, it is proposed the
real significance of historical bridge can only be shown if we can extend and convert their old meaning.

In the paper, the adaptive development strategy for the protection and maintenance of Guangdong
historical bridge and the organic renewal of landscape are analyzed at the same time. When these
historical bridge loses the effect as transport facility, we regard them as heritage, and then their
function, pattern, significance are changed completely. And we may pay more attention to their
artistry and cultural connotations. We can regard them as the architecture entity when we research the
humanities history and science technology, and the landscape space becomes our ideal leisure place.

The integrated design for the organic renewal of landscape includes: the organic renewal,
establishing the status of local landmark architecture, basing on the historical bridge, integrating with
historical neighborhood, the organic Integrated design of transport function, The organic expansion
and the extension of landscape, The sustained increase in landscape, The repairment of landscape
transboundary, the humanized design of landscape space. Based on the analysis of successful case, we

can find the merit and shortage, and then we can get some good experience and create a good future.
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
