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2000 Avenue of the Stars

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2000 Avenue of the Stars consists of a 12—story
office building with a dramatic architectural design
that maintains view corridors. Included are fine
dining and casual restaurants, retail shops and
services, as well as space for a cultural facility.
The plan also replaces the concrete Outdoor
Central Plaza between 2000 Avenue of the Stars
and Century Plaza Towers with four acres of on—
structure, open air, landscaped green space.

2000 Avenue of the Stars is located on a 12—
acre site located between Olympic and
Constellation Boulevards and Century Park East.
Five buildings currently exist on the site and are
situated on top of an underground parking
structure that occupies the entire block. The two
twin towers, designed by architect Fumiko
Yamasaki, who also designed the World trade
center in New York City, are located on the north
side of the site at Century Park East. Three
additional buildings occupy the rest of the site.
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The SWA Landscape Plan replaced the concrete
outdoor central plaza between 2000 Avenue of
the Stars and Century Plaza Towers with four
acres of open air, landscaped green space. The
new green space plus three new buildings with
office space, restaurants, and a cultural center
form the new site plan. The new buildings, along
with the Yamasaki’ s Towers surround a one—
acre park. The park slopes 17 feet over its length,
and sits on top of an existing parking structure.
This new urban on-structure park is programmed
to accommodate a variety of activities including
a dinner theater, museum, exhibit space, sports
bar, cinemas, restaurants, and health club. It is
an outdoor green oasis providing a respite from
the office and urban surroundings.

The park is an amenity to the pedestrian and
provides a refreshing view for those working in
the adjacent high-rise office buildings. Sculpture
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in principle, the design of the park is formed by
a pear tree grove to the north in a stepped lawn
leading to a central lawn of randomly situated
California sycamores and poplar trees
symmetrically placed along walkways. Pine trees
frame the perimeter of the project. The ground
plane planting design is founded in the simple
contrast of two types of grasses, one of mown
lawn and the other of long, meadow grasses.

Pristine, crisp concrete seat walls define the
stepped terraces of the sloping grassy ground
plane. The park is becoming a popular destination
in a formerly little—used concrete and steel
environment. Many feel that it is destined to
become a much-used favorite meeting place, a
kind of “Rockefeller Center” of the West.
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
