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Preface

-Internationalization has become an inevitable choice for the compe-
tition on the intellectual property law, because globalization, informa-
tionalization and knowledge have been the prevailing trend in 21cn. In-
tellectual property is playing a more and more important role in interna-
tional trade, and becoming the core and source of fortune in international
competition. With the rapid development of intellectual economy the
quantity and quality of possession to patent rights is the symbol of inno-
vational ability and the essential standard for judging the staying power of
a business, industry or area development.

After the entry into WTO, we have promised to implement the three
regulations including TRIPs. In face of the furious competition in inter-
national market, the key is not the tariff barrier, but the technique barri-
er, technical standard barrier and intellectual property barrier. In other
words, only through the intellectual property protection can we build up
a genuine barrier. It’s necessary to point out that in China the policy
maker of intellectual law is mainly the central government, while the
principal executors are local governments, industries, businesses and in-
dividuals, etc. How to apply the law actually lies in how to implement it
subtly. During the past three years, China, especially Guangdong has
suffered a lot in implementation of TRIPs. On the one hand, there is a
rapid spread of intellectual property; on the other hand, we come up a-
gainst constant challenge and sanction from some developed countries.

The situation is worsening, so we have to take it seriously and handle it



effectively. Based on the geographical factor, Guangdong has much ex-
perience worthy of being probed into in terms of the development of inter-
national trade. The lively reality and continually — occurred problems
provide scientific researchers with a spacious platform and appeal people
to take the mission.

Therefore, the project of Internationalization Strategy Pushed by in-
tellectual property law to promote the research of china’s strategy of inter-
nationalization is essential and urgent. It is significant and theoretically
valuable to the different areas across the nation.

The main concerns of this article are as follows: (I)characteristics
and functions of intellectual property law; knowledgezation and interna-
tionalization are functions of sustainable development of economy (@au-
thentic analysis of exerting intellectual property to develop export - orien-
ted economy in China, especially in Guangdong ; (3transaction cost a-
nalysis of intellectual property law related to international trade; @)game
analysis on intellectual property; (Bchina’s exerting intellectual property
law to promote the Guangdong strategy of internationalization ; (©establis-
hing and upgrading the cultivation and protection of intellectual property
law etc. The thesis emphasizes the acquisition of more international inde-
pendent patents by technical innovation, which needs not only in — house
efforts but also the outside factors. So enterprises should tackle skillfully
the relationship between them in order to reach this goal. It is not only
the transfer from visible resources to invisible resources but also the key
point to enhance the strength of competition , to conquer the challenge
and to grasp the opportunities brought by the entry into WTO.

I put forward and prove for the first time in this article the concepts
of industry intellectual property, origin intellectual property and scientif-
ic and technological finance, corresponding design for operation. By do-

ing so, I hope it can help to find a proper cutting point for protecting the



intellectual property of interdependent executive bodies and industries
with potential profit. Similar innovation is what I pursue in this article.
In order to obtain rapid development with big stride in China to con-
struct a well — off society to realize modernization to become the impor-
tant growth pole of global economy and to possess strong international
competiveness, we have to focus on neo — industrialization, to realize in-
ternationalized strategy, to bring forward the strategy for enhancement of
country renaissance relying on science and education, and the strategy of
sustainable development, to protect intellectual property, to cultivate
and protect related laws, to exert more efficiently. In short, there would
be no hi — tech industry with sustainable development in china without

effective protection to intellectual property.
