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Abstract

This research surveys the specialized documentation resources in
Macac. An examination of the inter-telationships between documenta-
tion resources and social development is made from a historical perspec-
tive, and there is an evaluation of current problems and future strate-
gies for the development of collections. An analysis of the acceptability
of a proposed new course entitled “Macao Documentation Studies” is
made. Taking academic research and the development of Macao society
as starting points, the author has adopted the theories of documenta-
tion science, library svience, information management, and informa-
tion science as the academic basis. These are comhined with the re-
search results of Macao history, cuiture, economics, etc., to study the
topic through the use of logical, positivist and comparative analyses.
The author uses surveys, research, and specialist interviews to develop
accurate, rich, and up-to-date information.

The thesis analyses the Macao specialized documentation resources
from different points of view: the formation of the Macao specialized
documentation resources, and the pattern of development. These are
explored through the development of Macao over the past centuries
through a study of the documentation resources that link with the so-
cial features of Macao, and those that have historical significance to
Macao.

The author evaluates the unique value of the Macao documentation
resources on the progress of the development of society and discusses its
historical role in relation to the cultural exchange between East and
West. Also evaluated, through characteristics of the existing documen-
tation resources and detailed analysis of typical documentation, is the
documents’ function in consalidating the relations between Macao and
international organizations. The thesis also analyses and discusses the
current main problems of library collection management. Several im-
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portant ways of improving the standard of Macao documentation are
proposed, and ideas for integrating Internet resources into local li-
braries are offered.

Concerning the development of the Macao documentation re-
sources, this thesis raises some issues that possess special Macao fea-
tures but also international standards, that are concentrated but also
independent, and traditional but modern. In the conclusion to this the-
sis, the author suggests the establishment of a new course on “Macao
Documentation Studies” to explore the development characteristics of
documentation resources with the special background of both oriental
and western culture, and to make the Macao documentation resources
systematic, scientific, multi-functional, economically friendly, and ca-
pable of reinforcing social development.

Due to the lack of thorough research in the past on Macao special-
ized documentation resources, this systematic research can fill a gap in
the research and provide future learners with a significant reference for
further studies. The thesis contributes to the area of Macao docutnen-
tation, theoretical research, and the present needs for the development
of society.
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
