Wondering around on the land of 4000 square kilo-
meters of Fengjie, you will exclaim and admire what grand scene the
movement of yanshan has brought about at 70 million years ago which
looks like the skies falling and the earth opening up. You will appreci-
ate the incredible primitive art product created by the ancestors of
human beings at 100, 000 years ago from the bottom of your heart.
You may be intoxicated in the legend of the all-powerful people tak-
ing advantage of the natural barrier and holding sway and enjoy the
glorious chapters of ancient China's civilization. From the fossil of the
ancient extinct life to the cultural stoneware and earth ware in the Lao
Guan Temple, from the suspended coffins of the Ba tribe at the Spring
and Autumn and Warring States Period to the cultural objects of the
past dynasties like the bricks in Qin dynasty, tiles in Han dynasty,
china wares in Song Dynasty, and furniture in Qing Dynastyall bril-
liantly show the longstandifig history and culture in the Three Gorges.
Fengjie has a long history. At early Zhou Dynasty, it is called Yu Yi,
and during the Spring and Autumn and Warring States Period, namely
Kui Zi Guo. At 316 B.C., Yu Fu county was established here by the
Qin Dynasty, which is the one of the ancient counties established at
the early stage of China.

In the nearly 2000 years, Fengjie used to be the seat of administration
divisions like Lu, Fu, Zhou, Jun and etc. It is the political, military,
economic and cultural hub of the Eastern part of sichuan basin. Espe-
cially at the Three Kingdom's Period, the emperor and minister of Shu
Han have ever performed moving and tragic historic drama here. Up
till now, there are still many important cultural relics of the three
kingdom's Period.

Since Tang and Song Dynasty, many great poets have ever been here,
officiating, living, and travelling. They paid visits to the old sites of
the wise men and pondered on the past, depicted the mountains and
waters in their literature and art works, chanted the fascinating and
charming scenery and the inspiring history here, and left thousands of
exquisite poetries. Many contemporary scholars signed with admira-
tion over every Mountain and every stream, each blade of grass and
tree, which all bear the poetic sentiment and compose beautiful pic-
ture scrolls.
