In Part B, you hear short conversations between two speakers.
At the end of each conversation a third person asks a ques- -
tion. You must choose the one best answer from the four
choices given for each question. To cater to the need of Part
A and Part B, nine classified sections with exercises are de-
signed. They are Comparison, Suggestion / Request / Offering,
Negation, Numerals / Computation, Reference, Concession,
Assumption, Inversion, Condition, First Occurrence, Place /
Occupation and Identification of the Meaning of a Word. In
Part C, you hear either a long conversation or a short talk or
lecture. After each conversation or lecture you must answer
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three to eight questions about what you hear. Four choices are
given for each question, and you will have to choose the one
best answer. Contents of mini—talks cover a variety of sub-
jects; they do not contain any specialized information that
gives advantages to individuals who have specific knowledge
about the subject discussed, but wide background knowledge
does benefit your scores. To cater to the need of Part C, the
prepared four items of mini-talks, which contain ten and more var-
ious topics, are: 1) American Customs, 2) Popular Science and
Medicine, 3) Life and Study in American Universities, and 4)
Well-known American Figures.

Psychological training and TOEFL Phonetics Problems
sketched in this book are two brand-new approaches, which
have never before presented by anyone in preparation for
TOEFL. Study this book thoroughly and thoughtfully, take
the TOEFL with confidence, and you will surely have had the
ability to pass it.
