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Abstract

During a long time after the establishment of the People’s
Republic of China, the historists in and aboard gave a rise to a good
deal of controversy about the “Anti-Manchu” wave within The
Chinese 1911 Revolution. Since the reform and opening days, there
have been acquired some new achievements which still very
different. Along with the rise of the nationalism’ s wave all over
the world, people focus their attention on the nationalism ideology
again. Helped by the new accomplishments in such academic fields
as international politics and national politics, the dissertation aims to
shed light on the “Anti-Manchu” wave by using more historcal date
as possible.

The dissertation consists of five chapters.

Chapter One analyzes the theorial resources of the
Revolutionaries’ “ Anti-Manchu” wave. It not only inherited
Chinese traditional ideals of “ distinguishing Chinese with
barbarians”, but also accepted the ethnology of the modern West.
Besides, it had been effected by the theory and reality that one

nation should has one state. So the “Anti-Manchu” wave appeared
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with a strong racialist and romantic colour.

Chapter Two recounts the reformed history of Han-zu writed
by the Revolutionaries in order to build Han-zu’s nation-state. The
Revolutionaries explored the origin of Han-zu and regarded Huangdi
as the forefather of Han-zu. They reviewed the glorious national-
fighting history of Han-zu, the national heroes of Han-zu, the
history of traitor to China, and the glorious national culture of Han-
zu, which also called “nationality”

Chapter Three analyzes the representative people, orgnization
and publication in the propaganda of “Anti-Manchu” . From this,
We can understand well the Revolutionaries’ metal state and their
recognization level about the current political situation and national
relation in China.

Chapter Four discusses the sharp debate between the
Revolutionaries and the Opposition who include the Royalists, the
Constitutionalists and the Anarchists. In the debating, the
Revolutionaries made some changes on the “Anti-Manchu” wave by
accepting the opposition” s opinions.

Chapter Five explores the effect of the “Anti-Manchu” wave on
The 1911 Revolution, from the perspective of the practical
operation.

A summary is made in the conclusion. For one thing, “Anti-
Manchu” is conducive to awaken the national consciousness of Han-
zu. As the main body of China, Han-zu ’s awaking is also benefitful
for the rising of China. For another, “Anti-Manchu” meaned

Manchu’s ruling as the origin of all hardships in China in the late
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Qing dynasty. So thc 1911 Revolution was spearheaded against

Manchu, but not the imperialism and feudalism.
