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Preface

In front of dear readers is the florilegium of prize-winning urban planning
works of Shanghai, 2003.

Here, | would like to present to the reader the original intention, the back-
ground and some characteristics of this florilegium.

Urban planning is the “dragon head” of urban constructions and develop-
ments. In recent years, urban planning and design institutes in Shanghai have
worked out several urban plans, so as to meet the demand of the renewal of old
towns and the exploitation of new areas. These plans,approved under legal pro-
cedure have guided the city constructions accordingly. Urban planners have
poured whole-heartedly their talent and effort in these projects so that a number
of good works has emerged. The objectives of compiling this florilegium are to
recognize the hard work of urban planners; to upgrade the level of urban plan-
ning by exchanging excellent projects and learning from each other among
them.

This florilegium of outstanding urban planning cases is the fruit of the inter-
action between Shanghai Urban Planning Management Bureau and Shanghai
Urban Planning Association.

In 2003, Shanghai Urban Planning Association organized a public appraisal
of detailed plan of residential areas among the local urban planning and archi-
tectural design institutes. What's more, the Association has organized a biennial
appraisal of urban planning projects,entrusted by Shanghai Urban Planning
Management Bureau. Through these two activities, we have selected 41 out-
standing projects from 123 entries,which are compiled in this florilegium ,among
them are 7 first prizes, 15 second prizes and 19 third prizes).

The readers shall find in this florilegium three particular features,namely: 1.
There are various types of urban planning projects, including strategic plan of
urban development, master plan, detailed plan, conservation of historical areas,
plan of various systems, urban design, etc. 2. A wide range of institutes partici-
pated in the activities, including architectural design institutes, local planning
and design institutes, planning and design institutes of A, B, C level and insti-
tutes abroad. 3. A higher level of planning and design was presented. Among
the 41 projects, 29 were selected for appraisal held by the ministry of construc-
tion in beijing; Among them are honored one first prize, 6 second prizes and 4
third prizes at the national level.
