He invented dynamite
in 1866 and later built up companies and laboratories in more than 20 countries all over the world. He
was a holder of more than 350 patents (% #/). He also wrote poetry and drama and even seriously
considered becoming a writer. He remained single all his life, and donated ({§#%) all his money to

establish Nobel Prize in 1901. He called himself “a man of contrast”.
