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ABSTRACT

This book discusses gender inequality, women’s roles and
role conflicts, their causes and possible solutions. The au-
thors point out the necessity to conduct a training
program for the poor women, and based on their experi-
ences in running the female Circulating Training School,
put forward a plan. The book also discusses ideas such
as "women should go home to the housework”, house-
work merchandization, wife and husband sharing house-
work and child —raising, and adjustment of sexual roles.

The book combines theoretical study and data analysis.
4 articles are data analysis. 2 of them base the analysis
on a questionnaire survey done by the Institute of So-
cial Psychology of Renmin University entrusted by the
Women’s Studies Center. One is on “girl students from
the rural areas” and the other on the development of
women’s roles and role conflicts. The third one is a
quantity analysis of more than 1,000 "model” women'’s
Ife stories taken from historical literature. The last one
studies sexual ratios at different educational levels and
professions with data of the 4th national population cen-
sus. The last 2 papers provide something mew to the
study of sociology in China.
