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Taiwan Contemporary Art Series {Materials of Art)

Abstract

“Installation art" is not simply referred to a specific art concept or theory. It is one kind of artistic dialogues between
artists and their environment as well as the space and the material: it contains various forms and contents. Yet installation
art mainly concerns indoor performance and an intensive connection and dialogue with its audience. It also emphasizes
the atmosphere after the space being artistically installed. Moreover. the requirement of lighting in the space is not less
than that of the drama performance on the stage. As a whole, "Installation Art" can be depicted as the multi-presentation
performed by an artist who encounters an indoor space and the issue of installation art. Therefore, it might be much more

appropriate and closer fo the point if we use "Spatial Art of Installation Method" to address "Installation Art."

From the concept of "installation method" and “space,” we intend to begin with "Merzbau" initiated by the Dadaistic
artist-Kurt Schwitters from 1923 to 1936. From Kurt Schwitters's viewpoint, seeking an environment art with a free creation
style while covering all senses for such an idea would be called "Merzbau-style" art. It does not only include sketch, collage
and painting but also covers the bas-relief, free cubic pieces, architecture, poetry, as well as stage art. Thus, "Merzbau Art"

should be regarded as the predecessor of "environment art” and "installation art” within the modern art.

When we take "installation art" development as one of the main streams of the international art trends, Taiwan con-
temporary art's close interaction with the international art fields, inevitably, has been highly influenced by the trend. From
the early 1960's "Modern Poem Exhibition," "Taipei Painting Autumn 1966 Show.," "70's Super Show" until the early 80's "semi-
installation art’ from Lin Shou-u " we capture the attempt and trace of the Western modern art heading toward spatial dia-
logue and Taiwan artists' efforts to follow the dialectical ideology of the Western contemporary art as the major concern at
that time. Therefore, "installation art" which was really deduced locally and turned into thematic/local culture and histori-
calissue should be considered as a development starting from the mid 80's releasing of the Martial Law and broadened in

the 90's, fo express the contemporary cultural characteristics of Taiwan "Installation Art."

We intend to apply “installation art" and "space” as the two axes to further explore the development of "Installation

Art" in Taiwan contemporary art, including the discussion over certain documents, identification of terms, local develop-
ment of Taiwan (consisting of important exhibitions, events, artists and artistic works) and future development of the trend.

Among these issues, important artists or new generation artists' works after the 90's era spirit and quality investigating Taiwan
contemporary culture will be the main issue of this book.
