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Abstract

Currently, the research in China and aboard on Official
Development Assistance (ODA) has come out with quantity
of achievement. This book aims at an approach of trying to
remedy the weak point regarding academic research on Japan
ODA to China. It lies at the obvious flaw on the description
of Japan’s strategic intention toward its ODA policy adjust-
ment and the effect on Sino — Japan relationship.

The basic standpoint of this book is that Japan ODA to
China is always subject to Japan’s state development plan. In
different period of history and different weight of state strate-
gy, Japan’s policy of ODA to China changes and adjusts ac-
cordingly, and Sino — Japan relationship at the same time ap-
pears in different posture. The ODA in the 80’ served on big
power strategy of “Economic centrism”. In the 90’ , ODA
aimed at pursuing the goal of being a big political power. In
21st century, ODA becomes a vehicle to restrain China. Con-

sequently, Japan ODA to China is an important component of
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Japan’s foreign policy toward China. The policy adjustment
and strategic intention of ODA generate different influences to
Sino — Japan relationship.

Surrounding the above core issues, this book discusses in
5 chapters. Chapter 1 is Japan ODA initiation after war, in-
troducing briefly the basic situation of international develop-
ment assistance after war, Japan ODA development process
after war, meanwhile analyzing the origin of Japan ODA to
China. Chapter 2 titles ODA to China and economic power.
This chapter focuses on the policy change and adjustment of
Japan ODA to China within 1979 to 1989. The discussion
generally reviews the establishment and development of
Japan’s direction on Economic centrism and analyzes the
background of the policy and achievement on the policy.
Chapter 3 is ODA to China and political power. This chapter
focuses on Japan policy adjustment and influence of Japan’
ODA to China within 1990 to 1999. It describes the reason
and effect of ODA adjustment, and suggests that Sino — Japan
relationship was affected owing to the fact that Japan aimed at
being a political power. Chapter 4 is Japan ODA to China and
counterbalance against China. This chapter deals with Japan
policy adjustment and influence of Japan ODA to China since
2000, and analyzes the ODA change and its reason. The

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tool for Japan to softly halt against China. Chapter 5 is Japan
ODA to China and Sino — Japan relationship. The chapter
concludes the relationship between ODA to China and Sino —
