Li Guofu was born in Wuyang, Henan Province in
September 1956 and is a member of the CPC. The long-
term wok at the grass-roots level and abundant social
practice have formed his conviction of “relying only on
reality rather than solely on books or will of superiors”.
He has successively served as accountant and head of the
production team,official of the Education Bureau,deputy
chief procurator of the County Procuratorate , Director of
the office of Luohe Procuratorate, chief procurator and
secretary of the Party group in Huiyuan District
Procuratorate, Luohe Municipality.

In
November 1996, through the public selection by Henan
Provincial Party Committee ,he served as deputy director
of the General Office of the Standing Committee of

Henan Provincial People’s Gongress.

Jiang Ye was born in Shangqiu, Henan Province in
1962 and is of Pinghu, Zhejiang origin. He entered the
History Department is Beijing Normal University to
study in 1979 and then worked for a master degree in
Henan University. From 1986,he worked in Covernor’s
Office of the General Office of Henan Provincial
Government. During that period, he tock a temporary
post in order to temper himself in Xinzheng County
Party Committee and participated in making significant
moves , which had an impact on the reform and opening
to the outside world of Xinzheng in the early 1990s. In
addition, he succeeded in promoting the overall plan for
sculpturing the statue of White cat & Black cat,the first
one in memory of Deng Xiaoping in China.

His main works include : There are only
blessings in my life, Notes on life, Interviews with the
successful, Nanjie phenomenon-survey of the first
Maodeng Villge in China,Charm of Luohe and Superb
work of art-a selected collection to mark the 20th
anniversary of Pang Zhonghua’s calligraphy career. He is
now assistant to general manager of China Shuanghui
Group,deputy chief editor of World Chinese Commerce
and special consultant of Chinese Hard-tipped-pen
Calligraphers Association as well as is chairman Mz.
