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According to the framework of a comprehensive perspective of polit-
ical economics on urban form, this study carries out analysis on three
levels through the case study of Shanghai in 1990s; firstly, to review the
institutional characteristics of Shanghai under the macro environment of
economic globalization, decentralization and privatization; secondary, to
trance the capital flow on urban built environment; thirdly, to figure out
the influence of the former two factors upon typical urban space.

Based on the case studies of Shanghai in 1990s, which including
the study of New Urban Development Area of Pudong, the commodity
residential areas, urban fringe, and the influences of IT development as
well as informal economic sector activities, this study not only illustrates
a new angel for the overview of Shanghai’s dramatic growth in 1990s, but
also discusses the way for the future of Shanghai and Chinese cities as
well,
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
