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Abstract

The relationship between the Soviet Union and the United States is
first problem of relationship between the two fundamentally opposed ide-
ologies and social and political systems in history. Soviet-American rela-
tionship occupies extremely important standing in international relations in
the 20th century because in once dominated the international relations and
affected the relations among other countries. As the Soviet Union disinte-
grated, with an eye of a Chinese and from the viewpoint of historical ma-
terialism and dialectical materialism, to reorganize, grasp and evaluate
the relation as a whole is practically and theoretically significant for the
existing and future socialist countries to coexist with capitalist countries
correctly, adhere to their fundamental system, skillfully deal with con-
flicts with capitalist countries and dispel all attacks from the capitalist
countries. Through the dissertation, two fundamental historical facts or
threads in their relationship are irrefutable: firstly, the subversion con-
tainment and evolution policy adopted by the capitalist country-the United
States has not been changed for exactly more than 70 years and it contin-
ues even to this day, it is unreasonable and improper to cherish illusions
that such an policy will be changed, otherwise it would result in the col-
lapse of the leadership of the communist parties and socialist countries and
the assimilation into the Capitalist word; Secondly, the socialist soviet U-
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nion lacked long-term and consistent counter-measures and had errors
when is resisted the extruding policy of the capitalist countries, either in
the form of stubborn confrontation or constant concession which couldn’ t
successfully solve the relationship between principle and compromise, de-
velopment and struggle. In retrospect, the policy initiated by Deng Xiao
Ping that we should hide our capacities, bide our-time, persist our prin-
ciple, avoid strong attack from the capitalist countries, readjust and de-
velop ourselves, seek no hegemony and oppose any hegemony is really a
brilliant one. From a historical Point of view, the dissertation makes an
analysis of the two threads of Soviet-American relation comprehensively
and systematically. The dissertation falls into eight chapters.

Chapter One analyses Lenin’ s foreign policy when soviet union was
just founded, it points out that Lenin is a master who stuck to revolution-
ary Principle while applied a method of flexible compromise, he never
forgot the key problem “who defeat who”, and he also advocated the pol-
icy of “Peaceful coexistence”. Four Republican-dominated governments
since Wilson used the “policy of nonrecognition” as a weapon to start a
struggle against the first socialist country and stopped at nothing to
achieve this goal. The policy of “Cold war” which aimed at putting an
end to the socialist Soviet Union was thus formed. It had refused to recog-
nize Soviet Union for 16 years (not recognized new China for 23 years and
Cuba for over 40 years ). The United States established diplomatic rela-
tions with Soviet Union from the viewpoint of the geo-political interests.

Chapter Two makes an analysis of the common interests and struggle
of the Soviet-American Allies during World War II. It points out the basis
of the Allies is to oppose their enemy while the basic element to under-
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mine the basis is the upholding of their respective interests, The Complex
of ideology of Soviet Union the United States and Great Britain, the Soviet
Union’ s expansionism in prewar and postwar, Great Britain’s attempt to
safeguard its empire, American’s desire to lead the world made the Allies
disintegrate and led to the struggle against each other.

Chapter Three exposes the principle of power and sphere of influence
have revived in postwar powers. Soviet Union’s policy of safeguarding its
territory and sphere of influence collided with American’s policy of domi-
nating the world. Holding high the banner of ideology to carry out power
polities is cause and essence of cold war. On this Point, Truman and
Stalin equally matched.

Chapter Four centres on the cause of the relaxation during the reign
of Khrushchev and Eisenhower. It points Out Khrushchev’ s policy of
reconciliation and foreign line of peaceful coexistence was a main element
that resulted in the détente, but Eisenhower and Dulles’ s inflexible and
noncompromising policy was negative disrupting element that hampered
the détente. This period of time was characteristic of struggle and con-
flict.

Chapter Five dwells on the socialist Soviet Union’ s increasing
strength and U.S awkward situation involved in the Vietnam war are the
basic elements that led to the relaxation of tensions between these two
countries. Cooperative competition had developed to some extent, but the
situation of Soviet attack and American’ s defense didn’ t keep long.
Brezhnev was only concemed about the pursuit of superpower and forgot
the basic task of a socialist country. He missed the opportunity of science

and technology revolution to put expansionism into practice and surely the
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country is doomed to failure.

Chapter six elaborates on the fact that Soviet Union couldn’ t deal
with domestic and foreign situations correctly, so it left itself in a passive
and stagnant position and its planned economy on which it concentrated
since its founding showed declining signs. Although Gorbachev’s exces-
sive concession profited the general détente of the international situations,
but it promoted Reagan’ s policy of containment which was characterized
by “rejuvenate opposition against Soviet Union” .

Chapter seven reveals the US government’ s evil image as on enemy
against Soviet Union. It points out that “transcend containment” strategy

of Bush government is an important element to make the Soviet bloc to

disintegrate .
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
