The hallmark of social status, The social status of a person as revealed
by the seal

The charm of stealthy birth. the maturing of seal carving skills

The acme of splendor. Seal carving in the Qin and Han Dynasties

Flags floating and waving. The charm of the Qin seal carving is irresistible
Vigor beyond control. Qin calligraphy is vivid though printed on squared
paper

Unity of square cun (= 1/9 square decimeter), Han seal carving in its
zenith of splendor

Enjoyable enlightenment . Infinite appreciation of ancient seal carving art
Red flowers amidst green leaves. Han—printed buttons begin to show great
particularity

The window is thrown wide open to scenes of the Great River, Talents of
the new era emerge generation after generation

The edge of single—blade knife is the sharpest. Modern master artist Qi
Baishi creates the single—knife skill

A unique skill incubated in "three longs and two shorts". An ancient style
resides in the school of Deng Sanmu
