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ABSTRACT

The issue of terrorism and international cooperation against terrorism is
currently becoming a very important matter among the international communi-
ty, in which all the political forces, sovereignty or non — sovereignty, conduct
cooperation with or struggle against each other. There is a great value in theo-
retic studies because of the practical needs for the present situation. We face
an essential need to reach a definition of terrorism that will enjoy a wide inter-
national agreement, thus enabling international operations against terrorist or-
ganizations.

This book focuses on the panorama ef terrorism with a systematic and in-
tegrated way from the scientific foreland on the basis of the specialists and
scholars’ works from foreign countries or from China, which includs defining
terrorism and some basic concepts, classification of terrorism types according
to their actions of involvement in violence, identifing the essence of the activi-
ty, historical cause of formation, theoretic paradigms, the analyses of reason,
developing trends, the influence on the international political structure, as
well as international cooperation and measures to tackle terrorism, etc. I also
raise some suggestions regarding how to make the international cooperation a-
gainst terrorism effective.

There are two main topics in this book, which are expressed very clearly
with the title “Terrorism & International Governance” ; one is terrorism, the
other is a new approach of international cooperation against terrorism. The
whole book is divided into ten chapters, its first six chapters focus on the ana-
lyses of terrorism, then the last four chapters turn to study a new thinking of
international cooperation against terrorism

On the analyse of the part of terrorism with the first three chapters, I de-
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fine terrorism as follows

Terrorism is a kind of action or thought in which it is the intentional use
of , or threat to use ruleless violence or technical methods against civilians or
against civilian targets, in order to attain political aims. What differs from
other scholars’ definitions is that the definition proposed states that terrorism
is not only a political violence, but also a social trend of thought. This book
also focuses on other terrorism issues, such as suicide terrorism, terrorism’s
types and its classification, the history and process of terrorism, the elements
that shape into terrorism, and some theories to explain what results may lead
to terrorism, etc.

I also do some researches on the relationships between terrorism and Is-
lamic fundamentalism in this book ; These first hand materials, I got abroad,
have been proved that the Eastern Turkistan is a part of international terror-

ism. On my forecast of the future of the Eastern Turkistan, I raise some sug-

" gestions to the Chinese Government on the Eastern Turkistan.

On the analyse of the part of the new thinking of international cooperation
against terrorism in the last four chapters, I try to find any new change which
may occur in the international political structure or the so called new structure
of international cooperation against terrorism that is related to the cause of the
war against terrorism.

Because of many weaknesses that exist in the international cooperation a-
gainst terrorism, I propose that we abandon the theory of Global Governance
instead of the theory of International Governance in the process of cooperation
against terrorism, because the global governance weakens the power of sover-

eignty which does not fit into the currently practical struggle against terrorism.
