~ As far as the foreign situation are concerned,
the Anglo-American Law comes across no ideational
or legal obstacles while it deals with economic law
phenomena which emerge from the contemporary
condition of socialization. The reason is that the
Anglo-American Law has never emphasized the
boundary between public law and private law and
the differences between civil cases and administra-
tive ones; rather, it takes into careful consideration
on the requirements or the rules of public policies
and administration in terms of relationships between

equal persons. Naturally, in the process of govern-
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mental activities and relationships, attention is given to the intrinsic requirements
and rules of costs, efficiency and market. Therefore, the laws of anti-trust, pu-
bic enterprises, government procurement and other government public market
operation, public finance, tax, finance and securities regulation, restraint of
trade, agricultural etc. , have made great strides forwards within the existing le-
gal and legislation framework. On the other hand, in the Continental Law Sys-
tem, the concept of economic laws has been developed in response to the reality.
However, confined to traditional ideas, it shows subconsciously a perfunctory at-
titude and hesitation toward the use of “public” laws to regulate “private” rela-
tions or the application of “private” laws equally upon the relationships between
governmental bodies and civilians, so much so that some scholars at home and a-
broad hold the view that the economic law has reduced the science of law to con-
fusion and “bankruptcy”. Under such circumstances, although the Continental
Law System requires urgently “economic laws”, its economic laws and related
teaching and research stay in a deformed and restricted state.

The general problems of economic laws in the Continental Law System areas
abroad can also be found in China. Compared with foreign countries, although
most law and finance colleges or departments of China’s universities have set
general economic law courses these courses stand at low level and fail to represent
the nature of legal regime. The general theories of economic laws are either
“mysticized” or belittled since they are considered as “illusory” and meaningless.
The detailed contents of cconomic laws often lag behind practice and are not accu-
rate,

Therefore, this book seeks to expound all basic issues of economic law from
a profound and accurate view on the basis of research and to track the develop-
ment of various rules of economic law in both theory and practice so as to become
a model teaching material of introduction of economic law in China and promote
the development of the subject of economic law.
