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Abstract

This symposium contains more than forty treatises published in the past two years writ-
ten by Jinshen, an archaeologist in Chinese Buddhist art. These articles are divided mainly
into four parts: origins and styles of traditional Chinese Buddhist images and historical
relics; schools and plasticity of Tibetan Buddhist statues; a comparison of the style of an-
cient Korea Buddhist images and Chinese Buddhist images; textual researches into tablet in-
scriptions and inscriptions of Buddhist sutra.

The content of this symposium is related to Buddhist history and art. With substantial
historical materials and thorough textual researches, extensive documents, and recent re-
search achievements on the basis of practical investigation, this symposium has reached re-
markable academic level. It reflects the development in the studies of Buddhist history and
art.

Jinshen, born in 1949 in Beijing, now a professional researcher in the Chinese Acade-
my of Arts, has published many works. He has lived and worked in Inner Mongolia and
studied abroad in Japan. He attaches importance to the relation between theory and practice
and is specialized in the verification of Buddhist statues. His characteristics of unique per-

spective, analysis ability and profound academic attainments are embodied in the sympo-

sium.
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
