Community in Japan since the Normalization
of the Relationship between China and Japan

Abstract

Since the mormalization of the relationship between China and
Japan ,unprecedented changes have taken place in the quantity and
quality of the Chinese community in Japan with the changes in the
relationship between the two contries and changes inside these two
contries, The total number of Chinese and Japanese Chinese in Ja-
pan ,including Overseas Chinese ,has gone up from 50 000~60 000
in early seventies to over 400 000 in 2000, which is contrast to that
from after World War 1l to 1972, where the population of Chinese
. in Japan fluctuated between 50 000 and 60 000. In addition to the
change in quantity, changes in quality have aléo taken place in the
Chinese community in Japan including intellectualization, specializa-
tion, diversification and localization.

In light of the history of the relationship between China and
Japan,and on the basis of integrated study on.the historical litera-
ture, statistical data and social investigation, this article explores
and analyzes the changes of the Chinese community in Japan under
the background of the normalization of relationship between China
and Japan with the theories of historiography and sociology and
methods of horizontal and vertical comparisons, “follows” the pro-
gress of new and old overseas Chinese in Japan in their Chinese po-

litical identification, cultural identification and localization. Through
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
