It has a history with more than 100 years for stamp - collecting from King’ s hobby to
masses, from once only individual collection to today’s popular cultural activity.

(1949 - 1998) meets the needs of vigorous development of the current philatelic cause.

The author took 4 years and consulted 100 kinds of reference material to edit the Encyclopedi-
a. Adhering to a historical materialism principle, a realistic approach and a serious style of study,
the Encyclopedia coves all New China stamps for completely 50 years including stamp back-
grounds, pictures on stamps and design features and so on. Written in an easy and fluent style,
properly arranged with contents, tightly structured, distinctly themed, the Encyclopedia leads
readers to have an armchair tour in a bright and colourful stamp garden. it is not only a book
with a wide range of knowledge of New China stamps in detail, but also a popular edition for
readers from_all kinds of life to read. Just as Mr. Ye Shengtao said: ”Philately may let one have a
good sparetime, meaningful and interesting. May bring a splendid world before your eyes, as if
you have a tour to a museum. ”
