Clearing Customs

To avoid trouble, the immigration rules and customs regulations must be
strictly observed. Generally, it would be a good idea to get as much information
as possible about the country you are going to before leaving.

When you arrive at a country, you clear customs. A lot of countries have
two channels: the green channel and the red channel. Some countries, like
India, have three channels: the white channel, the green channel, and the red
channel.

If you have more than the duty-free allowances or prohibited goods, you go
through the red channel and declare them to a customs officer. If you otherwise
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
